Il. MOUNTING:

a) Units may be mounted in any position on a pat surface using (2) mounting holes
provided and 1/40 screws at least 3/40 long.

However, either
method of sealing is acceptable with proper care to avoid introducing sealing material
into pressure switch or plumbing.
